How to use a Chromecast with a Pixel Tablet 

The Pixel tablet can run an app called Live Transcribe which does a wonderful job transcribing spoken words into text in real time. But the tablet’s screen is small and may not be usable for a larger audience. Unfortunately, the Pixel tablet does not provide an HDMI connection to bring the tablet screen to a larger display.
The solution is Google Chromecast. Some TVs have this technology built in. If not, this document describes the steps needed to make use of this technology using an external device called a Chromecast Device.
First, plug in the HDMI connector to an available port on the TV or projector. Then plug in the power to the Chromecast device. Last, select the proper HDMI input on the TV to select the Chromecast which will tell you to use the Google Home app to attach the Chromecast to the local WiFi.
On the Pixel tablet, attach to the local WiFI, In the Home App, click the plus sign in the upper right corner to add the device. The app will search for the Chromecast. You then confirm when it finds the device. The Home app will then ask to put the Chromecast on the same WiFI network. Once the Chromecast is attached to WiFi, the app will ask to give the Chromecast a name like Living Room, etc. A good name may be “Conference” Finally, the TV  will display a scenic wallpaper with the time and temperature in the lower right corner.
On the tablet, pull down from the top and tap the Cast button.  If you don’t find it, use the pencil icon to add it to the pull-down display. Tap it and It will find the Chromecast by the name you just gave. Before tapping the name, select Whole screen. Now start the Live Transcribe App. Now the text will be displayed on the TV screen.
